Rules and Regulations
1. The competition will be held in two categories

i- Junior category : Students of class VI to VIII

ii- Senior category : Students of class IX to XII

2- There will be two entries from each school. Medium of expression for Junior category will be Hindi and for 

Senior category will be English.

3- Each student will have a time limit of 2.5-3.5 minutes to showcase his/her skills. Any clip longer than that will 

be rejected.

4- Purely audio clips (mp3, FLAC) will be rejected. Clips should be in perfect audio and visual harmony.

(i.e. no lag.)

5- Third party applications should not be used. There should be no water marks. Plagiarism of any sort will 

invite instant disqualification.

6- Judgement will be based on imitation skills, sound effects, expression and overall presentation.

7- Presentation/clip should not be aimed at promoting communal disharmony or discrimination on the basis of 

gender, race, religion or caste.

8- Language, gesture and overall act should not have any vulgarity and obscenity. 

9- Decision of the judges will be final and irrevocable. 
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
